CHARACTERISTICS

Suzuki Cello teacher training course (levels 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5) organised by FEMS.

Directed by Maria Jestis Cano and Carlota Alonso, both ESA Teacher Trainer.

Taught according to the requirements and syllabus of each level of the ESA Teacher Trainer Manual.

The course will be carried out in a hybrid way: face-to-face and online. It will be taught in Spanish.
Occasionally, guest lecturers will be invited to complement and enrich the training.

The duration of the course is between 100 and 120 hours, depending on the level taken, spread over 10 - 11
months. Itis possible to complete the course in two years.

Knowledge of English and a good internet connection are recommended.
